JOB PURPOSE 

Lao People's Democratic Republic (PDR) faces a skills deficit, especially in key sectors such as agriculture, 

logistics, and ICT. At the same time, poor labor market intermediation services mean that even if an individual 
has the required skills, finding the right job can take time and effort. The skills and employability challenges 

are tough for women, migrants, and disadvantaged populations. For the Lao People's Democratic Republic

The World Bank has supported the Government of Lao People's Democratic Republic (PDR) through providing
